PARK IMPROVEMENTS

2022 COMPLETED CAPITAL PROJECTS

Project Name: Park Infrastructure, Safety & Landscape Improvements
Location: Marshall Williamson Park - 6121 SW 68th Street

The City received a block grant to assist in funding a slate of park infrastructure and landscape
improvements to Marshall Williamson Park aimed at enhancing park services and increasing
safety through the incorporation of Crime Prevention through Environmental Design principles.
Improvements included tree pruning, removal of diseased or dead trees, replacement of
damaged sidewalks, ADA access pathway/sidewalk, two (2) pre-fabricated shade structures
over benches at tennis courts, a blue-light emergency call box, and security cameras.

Project Name: New Playground & Fitness Structure Improverments
Location: South Miami Park - 4300 SW 58th Avenue

The City received a grant award from the Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program
("FRDAP") in the amount of $50,000 to be used towards construction of a new playground
structure at South Miami Park. New park improvements entailed demo of the existing rock-filled-
in pool area and support facilities; site restoration; new swings, playground and outdoor fitness
structures; poured-in-place rubber safety surface; tree improvements; ADA and pedestrian
access stripping improvements, as well as concrete sidewalk access to new amenities.

Project Name: Pet Friendly, Artificial Turf
Location: Dog Park - 6380SW 78th Street

The City replaced the existing natural turf with dog-friendly, natural looking artificial turf
at the City's Dog Park. The artificial turf is short, thick piled hair, and is 100% permeable
for water to drain away quickly and completely. The new turf provides a mud-free playing
zone, low maintenance, beautiful green surface all year long, and fewer park closures.

UPCOMING CAPITAL PROJECTS

Project Name: Vice Mayor Robert C. Welsh Jr. Park - 7435 SW 66th Avenue

Improvements involve a new basketball half-court, a playground area with poured-in-place
protective surface, a prefabricated shelter, an accessible concrete sidewalk, benches, a bike rack,
awater fountain, and other park amenities.

Project Name: Paseo Park - 5000 SW 63rd Avenue

Construction plans entail a swing structure with poured-in-place protective surface, a mini
library station, concrete sidewalk improvements, park identification signage and standard
furniture (i.e. trash receptacles, benches), a combination of new tree and plant species
installation and removal, and proposed LED lighting to be provided by FPL.
